Apprenticeship Contract

______ Section 1.
General Apprenticeship Pricing, Detail, and Schedule
All glassblowing apprenticeships come with basic knowledge of all aspects of the art of glassblowing, including but not limited to: shop safety and construction, glass terminology, solid and vessel sculptural production, and alchemy.  The level of knowledge for each aspect of the apprenticeship will vary depending on length of training.  Inclusive apprenticeships will be provided and priced as follows:

Apprenticeship level 1: 

$1500.00

1 Month Time Frame

30 Hours of training
4 hours shop upkeep weekly 
Basic tools included for use 
Sufficient raw material included

*optional $25/day gas fee for weekend use (if not assisting with color pulls) 
· Cutting glass and solid connections, daily warm up (Prep) straws

· Mushrooms inside and sculpted w/ Loops

· Use/encasement of millefiori  
· Vortex marbles, laticinio, zanfirico, and stringers

· Implosions and name marbles

· Fume marbles, space marbles and encasements
· Fuming techniques, gold and silver use and raw materials handling

Apprenticeship level 2: 

$3000.00

2 Month Time Frame

60 hours training
4 hours shop upkeep weekly

Basic tools included for use
Sufficient raw material included

*optional $25/day lab fee for weekend use

·  Hollow ornaments and marias

· Flares, butt seals and straight seals 
· Restrictions, production planning and daily warmup development 

· Fume vessels, outside pattern work, multi-holed vessels and side seals
· Outside worked and multi-sectional hollow shaping 
· Development of production line 
· Color blending and colored tubing

· Seals, bracing and finishing

Apprenticeship level 3: 

$4500.00

3 Month Time Frame

90 hours training with artist
Basic tools included
Sufficient raw material included
*optional $25/day lab fee for weekend use
· Inside worked vessels

· Daisy rakes and flip discs

· Blow-ins, blow outs, tube pulls

·  Reticello and fellicello

· Hydrodynamics, donuts
· Goblet tops , feet, and construction 
· Ring Seals, jig working 
· Graded hollow scientific joints

· Line pulls and stick stacks

_______Section 2. 

Applicant Qualifications

To qualify for apprenticeship, payment must be received in full before the apprenticeship begins, or payment arrangement must be made.  Applicant will be interviewed, expected to provide at least two professional references (don’t have to be glass related) and may be subject to background check prior to acceptance as apprentice.  All applicants will be required to fill out a brief application or submit a resume.  No apprentice shall begin to blow glass until proper eye protection has been acquired.  The studio does have a limited number of loaner pairs.
_______ Section 3.

Supervision of Apprentice

Apprentice shall be provided with twenty-five hours of supervised time/ instruction per month during the course of the apprenticeship.  Apprentice is free to use the shop for as much practice time as desired, within supervision/ skill level limits.
_______ Section 4. 

Terms and Costs of Apprenticeship

A. Terms
Apprentices agree that during their apprenticeship, they shall not take part directly or indirectly in any business or activity that is in direct competition with Hand of Man Studios without consent.  This includes working at other borosilicate glass blowing studios, as well as the passing on of knowledge to others before the completion of the apprenticeship.  Apprentices must also comply with all shop rules, procedures, and standards governing the conduct of apprentices and their access to/ use of shop property, equipment, and grounds.  Hand of Man Studios will make reasonable efforts to inform apprentices about changes to shop rules especially when they pertain to safety.  No apprentice shall begin to blow glass until proper eye protection has been acquired.  Apprentices shall be allowed three (3) unexcused absences in a month.  After this time, lessons missed cannot be made up and there will be no prorating of cost due to any unexcused absences.  Extenuating circumstances excepted.
B. Costs
Apprenticeships shall be categorized into three levels as described in section 1 of this contract.  Payment arrangements are available on a case-by-case basis.  No apprenticeship shall begin until payment has been received, or payment arrangements have been otherwise made.
_______ Section 5.  

Safety

It must be understood that glassblowing is a dangerous occupation.  Eye protection must be worn during all glassblowing activity.  Apprentices shall be required to provide their own eye protection.  Every apprentice shall be provided with a glassblowing safety guide, and each apprentice must be aware of and responsible for their own safety in the shop.  All procedures involving safety will be reviewed and taught by artists.

_______ Section 7.

Cancellation of the Apprenticeship Agreement

This agreement is subject to cancellation or suspension with just cause, and may be cancelled by or suspended at the request of the apprentice or the sponsor.

All terminations must be conditional upon good cause, and followed through with after due time for corrective action.  Upon suspension or cancellation of the apprenticeship, the party responsible for the suspension or termination must provide written verification of and cause for action.  It is understood that all apprenticeships are non-refundable, and that suspended apprenticeships will always be honored, with considerations taken for any pricing changes that may occur during the suspension period.
This agreement shall be governed and construed according to the laws of Colorado and shall be deemed to be effective as of the first day of my apprenticeship with Hand of Man Studios.
